Collaborative Rhetorical Analysis

TASK: Create a Prezi or GoogleSlide show within one class period that answers the provided Rhetorical Analysis Prompt. You will earn an individual grade and a group grade. 
Presentations will be made Thursday 1/28. Please make sure that you are ready.
GOALS:
· Practice Rhetorical Analysis essay writing collaboratively.
· Read critically, analyze, and write using Standard English usage.
STEPS:
Step 1: All students read the prompt together, identify the task.
Next, working in your writing group:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Step 2: with your small group members, brainstorm rhetorical strategies that affect the author’s purpose or the “effect” on the reader. 
Step 3: Assign ONE strategy to each group member.  
Step 4: Together, write an introduction with a thesis statement
· At this point, you may choose to create a Prezi & give everyone the password, or create a google-doc slide show so that you can all share in the creation. 
· You may also have one team member do the creation, BUT every group member is responsible for his/her own analysis. [footnoteRef:1] [1:  If an individual’s analysis is not completed, the group may choose to vote him or her “off the island” so to speak, leaving that particular slide empty. The solo member will then be responsible for his/her own introduction, conclusion, and analysis paragraph.
] 

Step 5: As individuals, each person will write a paragraph about your rhetorical strategy, addressing the prompt.
Step 6:  Together, write a conclusion
Step 7: Cut and paste the introduction onto one slide or prezi “view”, paste each individual’s analysis on 
FORMAT:
· Prezi or slide show 
· Title slide/page with all group members’ names visible
· Individual slide for introduction (with thesis statement)
· Individual slide for each person’s analysis, titled with the person’s name and the rhetorical strategy
· Individual slide for conclusion
· Due: 8 am on 1/28 electronically – email me the slide show, or the prezi link
· Presented in class 1/28
· 100 points, assessed using Analysis Rubric (thesisexamplescommentary all connected to prompt)
