Goals:
Examine what’s REALLY important to you– what makes you tick


CREDO: Today you will write a draft of your credo, a statement of the beliefs that guide your actions. We’re gathering “ingredients.”  Please write this in your writer’s notebook with today’s date and the title “Credo”.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Step 1: In your writer’s notebook, make a list of your beliefs. You can begin every sentence with “I believe” if you want
	Here’s a list of questions to answer: 
· Which relationships are most important in your life? What is the order of priorities?
· What is the best way to live?
· What are the best kinds of moments in life?
· What’s the highest thing a person can achieve in their lifetime?
· What’s the point of being alive?
· What are your greatest weaknesses?
· What are your greatest strengths?
· What do you believe about your future?
· What do you believe are the keys to success in life?
· What do you believe that your legacy will be?
Step 2: Read the examples. 

Step 3: Write a draft of your credo in your writer’s notebook, or in gdrive (in a document IN your E4 folder, labeled “Credo: first name last name”)

Step 4: Make sure that you have the draft when you walk into class on Monday













THE BURNING HOUSE:

Step 1: List what you would take if your house was on fire and you had only minutes to collect your things. You can list as many things as you want in this first step

Step 2: You must create ONE photo that includes the most important items. Either the items, or a representation of them must be in the photo. I, for example, would need to make sure that I included my dogs in the photo. Here’s an example of my list: 
· 2 dogs
· my passport 
· my wallet 
· a water bottle
· my phone
· car keys
· running shoes
If you go to the site burninghouse.com, you can see the lists of what people include in their photos. 
I can see the photos from home, but not from school. I’ll try to post one or two on the mizclark.yolasite.com website, but I’m not sure if it will work. See whether you can get it to show up on your phones here at school.  If not, you’ll have to look outside of school.
Step 3: Plan the layout of your photo. The images should all fit into one shot. Most people laid their belongings out (or had their dogs lie down) within the frame of the photo.  Arrange the items so they’re visually pleasing.  The image should have an impact – items should not overlap, nor should they be labeled. 
Step 4: Take the photo over the weekend. It is due electronically to me when you walk into class on Monday. A document listing what is in the photo is also due.  You can see examples of others’ lists on the website I mentioned above.
