Each paragraph should follow these steps:
1. Write a provisional topic sentence. (Your topic sentence should explain what your paragraph will argue. You may change it, after you have written the body of the paragraph.) It should be specific and arguable—that is, someone might disagree with it. It should also make  clear how your evidence supports the theme.
	










2. Introduce the quotation from the text. (Your introduction to the quotation should give the context of the quotation and also explain who said it. A very good quotation also leads into the argument. For example: Hamlet employs sexist language when he writes, “…” (Act#. scene #. Line numbers.)
