Directions:
Step 1: Choose three artifacts that are important to your group.
Step 2:  Describe how each artifact symbolizes your subculture (represents a characteristic[footnoteRef:1] of the group) [1:  Characteristic:  shows the character of or quality of the group; ex: Jeannette Walls was motivated to succeed in life] 

Step 3: Proofread and ask teacher or classmate for feedback (this will probably happen outside of class, during advisory, etc. NOT during class hours.) 
Step 4: Revise on your own.
Step 5: The final draft will be handed in as part of your Ethnography project.
