Goals:
1. Write a poem that explores your personal background: Demonstrate how my background makes me who I am today; reflect upon my family’s history, the geographical places I’ve lived and the memories that stick out in my mind.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  Borrowed from another teacher’s assignment found on WWW] 

2. Use imagery, sensory details, and specific word choice to represent memories, places, people, etc.
3. Use repetition purposefully (don’t overuse it)
4. Use stanzas
5. Peer Revision

Steps:
1. Brainstorm “ingredients” (use the “River” or other brainstorm)
2. Organize your ideas
3. Read/analyze the mentor text “Where I’m From”
4. Write draft 1 using imagery, specific word choice, sensory details, stanzas
5. Give and Get Peer Feedback and Revise
6. Use revision template to demonstrate use of imagery, sensory details, diction, etc. (if teacher chooses)
7. Write draft 2
8. Write “Writer’s Memo”
